	1.4 Communicate sensitively and effectively with parents and carers, recognising their roles in pupils’ learning, and their rights, responsibilities and interests in this 
	Working with parents and carers during education visits and providing information for them. Family learning 
	

	1.5 They can contribute to, and share responsibility in, the corporate life of schools
	Schools’ collective relationship with the community and relationship with museums, libraries and archives. Involvement with longer term projects with museums, libraries and archives and partnership initiatives e.g. homework and out of school hours clubs
	

	1.6 They understand the contribution that support staff and other professionals make to teaching and learning 
	Seeing the contribution others make first e.g. adult helpers, classroom assistants to learning in out of school contexts.

	1.7 They are able to improve their own teaching, by evaluating it, learning from the effective practice of others and from evidence. They are motivated and able to take increasing responsibility for their own professional development 
	Direct teaching in the museum

	2.1 They have a secure knowledge and understanding of the subjects they are trained to teach
	Opportunity to develop subject knowledge through research in a museum, library or archive
	

	2.2 They know and understand the Values, Aims and Purposes and the General Teaching Requirements set out in the National Curriculum Handbook. As relevant to the age range to teach, they are familiar with the Programme of Study for Citizenship and the National Framework for Personal Social and Health Education 
	Opportunity to appreciate the role museums, libraries and archives can play in teaching citizenship and PSHE. Developing or identifying resources for use in citizenship teaching.
	

	2.3 They are aware of expectations, typical curricula and teaching arrangements in the Key Stages of phases before and after the ones they are trained to teach  
	Opportunities to develop resources and/or teach pupils from ages and Key Stages and Phases other than those they are training to teach 
	

	2.4 They understand how pupils’ learning can be affected by their physical, intellectual, linguistic, social, cultural and emotional development 
	Researching the impact outside settings and contexts can have on children’s learning and on their motivation, confidence and self esteem and the effect that can have on their learning 
	

	2.5 They know how to use ICT effectively, both to teach their subject and to support their wider professional role 
	Using ICT in museums, libraries and archives. The Peoples Network and Learndirect, seeing benefits of ICT related learning packages, developing them and becoming familiar with others available on market 
	 

	2.6 They understand their responsibilities under the SEN Code of Practice and know how to seek advice from specialists on less common types of educational needs 
	Liasing with SENCOs over their needs when bringing a class to museum/library/archive.

	3.1 Planning, expectations and targets
	
	

	3.1.1 They set challenging teaching and learning objectives which are relevant to all pupils in their classes
	Devising education sessions/workshops for range of ages. Devising lesson plans and setting learning objectives. Seeing examples produced by others and analysing what works and what doesn’t 
	

	3.1.2 They use these teaching and learning objectives to plan lessons, showing how they will assess pupils’ learning. They take account of and support pupils’ varying needs so that girls and boys, from all ethnic groups, can make good progress
	Devising education workshops and lesson planning. Opportunity to plan lessons for children of varying ability and taking account of children from different ethnic backgrounds
	

	3.1.3 They select and prepare resources, and plan for their safe and effective organisation, taking account of pupils’ interest and their language and cultural backgrounds, with the help of support staff where appropriate
	Devising resources for use in museum/library or archive or for use in school. Seeing how effective resources are, analysing those that exist. 
	

	3.1.4 They take part in, and contribute to, teaching teams as appropriate to the school. Where appropriate they plan for the deployment of additional adults who support pupils’ learning
	Team working and team teaching in museum/library/archive. Working with casual, volunteer and freelance teaching staff
	

	3.1.5 As relevant to the age range they are trained to teach, they are able to plan opportunities for pupils to learn in out-of-school contexts, such as school visits, museums, theatres, field-work and employment based settings, with the help of other staff where appropriate
	Planning sessions in museum, library or archive. Working in out of school context, seeing effectiveness of learning in an out of school context
	

	3.2 Monitoring and Assessment
	
	

	3.2.2 They monitor and assess as they teach, giving immediate and constructive feedback to support pupils as they learn. They involve pupils in reflecting on, evaluating and improving their own performance
	Monitoring lesson as it proceeds in a museum/library/archive or observing someone else. Responding to children who have misunderstood positively and correcting them. Monitoring pupils learning in small groups, offer feedback, challenge pupils and re-focus attention. Plenary sessions with pupils – allowing pupils to share strategies, involving pupils in problem solving and constructing strategies for learning. Asking children to evaluate artworks, artefacts, books or resources and comment on them with peers.
	

	3.2.4 They identify and support more able pupils and those who are working below age related expectations
	Gifted and talented

	3.2.5 With the help of an experienced teacher, they can identify the levels of attainment of pupils learning English as an additional language They can begin to analyse the language demands and learning activities in order to provide cognitive challenge as well as language support 
	Opportunities to work with children for whom English is a second language possible in many museums/libraries/archives in the Yorkshire region

Developing tasks, resources and activities that take account of EAL children. Knowing that resources are available e.g. through libraries to support EAL children and children from different cultural backgrounds. 
	

	3.3 Teaching and Class Management
	
	

	3.3.1 They have high expectations of pupils and build successful relationships, centred on teaching and learning. They establish a purposeful learning environment where diversity is valued and where pupils feel secure and confident 
	Teaching in museums/libraries/archives
	

	3.3.2 They can teach the required or expected knowledge, understanding and skills relevant to the curriculum for pupils in the age range for which they are trained
	Teaching in museums/libraries and archives. Devising structured lessons which motivate and involve participation, active responses and independent thinking and learning.
	

	3.3.3 They can teach clearly structured lessons or sequences of work which interest and motivate pupils which:

make learning objectives clear to pupils

employ interactive teaching methods and collaborative group work

Promote active and independent learning


	Devising lesson plans and teaching/assisting with teaching of workshops in museum, library and archive. Using interactivity and objects or resources as a stimulus for learning. Assisting with sessions that allow for group work and watching how children learn as individuals in a museum, library or archive setting
	

	3.3.4 They differentiate their teaching to meet the needs of pupils
	Liasing with teachers over their needs, adapting lessons, workshops and resources accordingly to meet the needs of different pupils
	

	3.3.5 They are able to support those who are learning English as an additional language 
	Opportunity to work with schools where many classes have high proportion of ESOL children 
	

	3.3.6 They take account of the varying interests, experience and achievements of boys and girls, and pupils from cultural and ethnic groups, to help pupils make good practice 
	Cultural diversity in museums, libraries and archives. Opportunities to work with children from wide and differing ethnic backgrounds. Opportunities to present information, devise learning based on people of different cultures using the resources in museums, libraries and archives
	

	3.3.7 They organise and manage teaching and learning time effectively
	Planning class visits when time is short 

Managing their own time and managing time of pupils
	 

	3.3.8 They organise and manage the physical teaching space, tools, materials, texts and other resources safely and effectively
	Managing the education space and learning environment in a museum/library/archive context. Understanding the role the space has on effective learning. Using objects/archives/books as resources and understanding their care and conservation needs. Health and safety implications of working in museum/library/archive context and/or with artefacts and resources and carrying out risk assessments before doing so. 
	

	3.3.9 They set high expectations for pupils’ behaviour and establish a clear framework for classroom discipline to anticipate and manage pupils behaviour constructively, and promote self control and independence 
	Managing behaviour outside the classroom. Understanding behaviour and discipline during a school visit
	

	3.3.10 They use ICT effectively in their teaching
	Using ICT in museums/libraries/archives. Using resources they have to offer (web, CD-ROM, touchscreens etc). Monitoring their effectiveness for learning. 

Developing or assisting with development of ICT based resources.

Work with ICT specialists on projects
	

	3.3.12 They can provide homework and other out of class activity that consolidates and extends work carried out in the class and encourages pupils to learn independently
	Working with homework clubs and out of school hours clubs. Understanding the range of resources available to students when doing their homework to enable them to set it more effectively
	

	3.3.13 They work collaboratively with specialist teachers and other colleagues and, with the help of an experienced teacher as appropriate, manage the work of teaching assistants or other adults to enhance pupils’ learning 
	Assisting with or working with volunteers, other teaching staff, explainers, and freelancers in delivering teaching in a museum/library/archive setting
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
