Dear Linda and Tim,

Many thanks for coming over to the museum today – really good to meet you both, and share some initial thoughts on the ITT project.  I thought it might be useful to summarise what we discussed and confirm the dates we have set aside for meetings.  Thus – the following blurb…………!

Dates set aside for meeting with Janine & Linda (& perhaps Tim)

· Thursday 23rd September, all day

· Friday 1st October, morning only, perhaps with a visit to school

· Thursday 7th October, all day (this is National Poetry Day, you know, so bring a poem!)

· A day in ½ term – either Monday, Tuesday or Friday (am)

(Linda may also visit the Yorkshire Museum independently – will call Janine to arrange so she can introduce Linda to staff and be made to feel welcome!)

During these meetings we will:

· Discuss what Linda wants/needs to get out of the placement

· Discuss what YMT would like to get from the placement

· Explore the galleries in further detail with reference to Linda’s teaching objectives

· Meet other staff/explore the collections if appropriate

· Consider how we will evaluate the sessions – feedback from pupils?  Learning outcomes?

· Develop the activities for the day visit in November

Linda will keep a diary recording her activities and the time spent on various things.

The school visit

Two dates have been set aside for school visits by around 100 Y3/4 pupils from Ralph Butterfield PS.  These dates are:

Tues 16th November

Wed 17th November

Arriving:

9.45am, starting at 10am, lunch at 12.30, afternoon start at 1.15pm, finish at 2.30pm.

Janine will get the Learning Assistant, Salwa, to confirm which date is available.  Two rooms will be made available for lunch.  Salwa will give Linda any additional info (ratios required, coach parking arrangements, etc.)  We will confirm this date asap.

During the day visit the pupils will stay in their class groups to take part in three activities.  Several ideas have been explored:

· Exploring the Roman galleries, using the new pack and handling boxes – self led visit

· Exploring Sculpture in the Gardens – led by Janine, links to Roman galleries a possibility

· Exploring the Anglo-Saxon galleries – no activity sheets available, but Linda may wish to develop one along the lines of the new Roman pack as part of the placement? -  self led activity

· Roman session in the Education Room – maybe Roman cookery, creative writing, etc – self-led activity by accompanying adults, so would need some thinking through and notes written 

· An art session – would need to be discussed, but possibility – Roman mosaics, could look at some from the collection, make one to take back to school, etc.  School would need to provide some materials

· A science based session, looking at materials – would need to be developed, all the museum has at the moment are some handling materials – no teachers notes – Janine could lead this if not doing the art session

Activity Times:  10am     11.15am    1.15pm     (so each activity 1hr 15mins, but will be shorter if you include settling down and changeover times).

Other bits:

Linda to check photo permissions for pupils

Janine – to take video footage of pupils if permission granted by school – could be used as follow up class activities

Janine – offer to go out into school for follow up work, or pre-visit work (or both!)

Janine – has lots of bits and pieces on making togas, Roman hairstyles, etc, if Linda wants to make a complete Roman day of it!  

Janine – to get the sculpture pack to Linda to look at 

Both Linda and Janine to write up a short paragraph outlining their thoughts of what they want from the placement

My thoughts….

Would be really keen to try a full Roman day, as this is something YMT would be really keen to develop for general school use – come dressed as Romans, eat a Roman style lunch, explore other bits of Roman York, etc.  Had an additional thought when walking home that if this is what Linda would like, maybe explore the possibility of a visit to the Roman Bath pub, with the baths underneath?  That could be one of the activities, but I’m not sure what they charge, if they cater for school groups, and it means that one of the groups is off-site for one of the hour sessions – lots to think about with this.  There is, though,  the Roman multangular tower just outside the museum in the Museum Gardens – could do a Roman maths session based around it?  Weather dependent though….
