Contexts other than Schools – ITT placements in Museums, Libraries and Archives

A Possible Model for establishing ‘Placements’ in Yorkshire Museums Libraries and /0r Archives

Given the constraints that ITT courses operate (e.g. timetables, placements patterns, Quality assurance procedures including inspection Ofsted) Long term placement opportunities within the current lifetime of the above project would seem to be extremely problematic. However, the value of using the resources and learning potential of MLAs is well recognised and has formed an increasingly important element in the University of Leeds PGCE secondary art and design course. The model outlined below would offer the opportunity to make one or two placements in the second block of teaching experience and might serve as a basis for discussion when considering such placements in other secondary subjects and/or in the primary PGCE course.

Aims 

1. To provide a high quality training experience

2. To explore the potential of MLAs to offer enhanced learning opportunities to pupils, teachers and trainees

3. To return a ‘benefit in kind’ to participating schools
Objectives

1. To create a limited number of short term placements in the MLA sector

2. To plan and implement a cohesive learning package across the MLAs and schools

3. To offer the opportunity of a stimulating and exciting learning opportunity to schools in the PGCE art and design partnership
Proposal outline

It is proposed to offer one or two schools the opportunity to place their second placement trainee in a museum, library or archive. This would be a one week placement in the week before Easter 2004. The purpose would be to research the placement to determine the potential for teaching and learning. The trainee would then develop a unit of work to include a working session at the ML or A. This Unit of Work would be delivered in the block period after Easter. 

The intention would be to disseminate findings and outcomes via a presentation day/evening event in the final week of the course. This would be an opportunity for MLAs to showcase and for schools and trainees to highlight this aspect of their work.
