Inside etc.  Talk about the different the context of a sculpture might make. What are sculptures made of? (Anything but ensure understanding of the materials we will be seeing the sculptures made out of at YSP so that they may recognise them). Introduction the unit of work – looking at human figures in sculpture and also YSP and the aims/objectives and proposed learning outcomes

Discuss other cultures – tribal/myths/legends/stories/practical use of sculptures. Sculptures to tell stories or convey feelings/emotions.
